A reminder of what services the “Zz~
Carer' Support Centre offer

To talk over difficulties or concerns within your caring relationships. This can be
discussed at your home, or at the Centre or by telephone.

If you are struggling to get hold of the right person, if you feel that you are being
passed form one person to the next, the Carers’ Support Centre can help you through
the maze. If you need to attend a meeting and feel that you need support or someone
to speak on your behalf the Carers’ Support Centre can help.

It is easy to become very isolated and lonely as the caring role takes over your entire
life. A Carers’ Group will enable you to meet other Carers, to talk with people in a
similar situation and to make new friends. The focus of the group is on the Carers and
their needs, not the disability of the person they care for. They are very much social
groups with speakers, activities and outings. They are both informative and fun.
Carers leave each meeting feeling brighter and generally more positive.

If your caring days are over, due to the person you care for dying or going into
residential care, you still have much to offer in the way of support and friendship to
other Carers.
